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TBOSS-WP Install Guide 

 

The TRUCKBOSS Winch Plate accepts any ATV winch.  TRUCKBOSS recommends a 

minimum 2500lbs winch.  The TBOSS-WP enables winch to slide underneath CAB-GUARD 

and accommodate driver, center and passenger winching positions.  The addition of winch to 

TRUCKBOSS is for the purpose of safely loading and unloading ATVs, UTVs, snowmobiles, 

and/or motorcycles ONLY.  Do not use TBOSS-WP to winch host truck or other vehicles, to rig 

as an overhead crane, or as a come-along. 

 

Winch Plate Installation:  
Your Winch Plate Assembly will consist of the following parts: 

 

TBOSS-WP 

1X ALUMINUM WINCH PLATE 

2X PRE-INSTALLED PLASTIC GLIDES 

2X 5/16 X 2 CARRIAGE BOLT 

2X 5/16 X 1.5 CARRIAGE BOLT 

2X 5/16 NYLOCK NUT 

2X 5/16 PLASTIC STAR KNOB

1. From the underside insert the 5/16 X 2 CARRIAGE BOLTS (2X) into the rear holes of 

the Winch Plate/Pre-Installed Plastic Glide and the 5/16 X 1.5 CARRIAGE BOLTS (2X) 

into the remaining 2 holes of the Winch Plate/Pre-Installed Plastic Glide:

2. Use a 5/16 LOCK WASHER and the 5/16 PLASTIC STAR KNOB on the rear bolts.  

Use a  5/16 NYLOCK NUT on the remaining bolts: 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

3. Line the winch fairlead bracket (supplied with winch) up to the ñdiamondò hole pattern 

on the winch plate.  Bolt the fairlead bracket to the TBOSS-WP with the winch supplied 

hardware: 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

4.  Using the winch supplied hardware install the winch onto the winch fairlead bracket 

through the provided holes on the underside of the TBOSS-WP: 
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5. Remove the CAB-GUARD from your TRUCKBOSS deck, align the CARRIAGE HEAD 

BOLTS from the TBOSS-WP with the Capture Channel slots at the front of your deck 

and slide the Winch Plate/Winch Assembly onto your deck. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

6. Ensure that the NYLOCK NUTS and PLASTIC STAR KNOBS are set just barely loose 

enough to permit the TBOSS-WP to slide from side to side.  If either nut or knob is too 

loose it will allow the CARRIAGE BOLTS to jam in the Capture Channel slots.
